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Robyn’s Ramblings

At the end of July I came back from a wonderful
holiday straight into two amazing events.

On Sunday night, Churches Together in Northland
inducted a new minister at St Paul's Kamo. Now,
surely an induction service is not something to go
into raptures about. Yes, normally I don't find them
extra inspiring, and [ go to support the people
involved. I feel a bit on the edge at standard church
gatherings — everyone else seems more traditional,
more conventional than me. Do I belong? But on
this occasion it was different.

St Paul's are a small congregation, borderline
surviving from the standard point of view. They
decided to take a huge step in faith with their new
minister.  Statistics for Kamo show many more
people claiming affiliation to the denominations they
represent than the few attending church. Also they
know there are people in the Kamo community who
are curious about things spiritual: community users
of the building notice when interesting things are set
up in the church. When they set up a Stations of the
Cross for Good Friday, in which people walking
around and through all the rooms of the building
reflecting on the displays, the numbers who turned
up made it clear there is a thirst for spiritual food
and it is remiss not to share it openly and accessibly.

So the parish decided that ministry in the community
would be their priority, and the minister they took on
would spend the majority of work time with the
community. The congregation would be enabled to
be part of that work, as well as receiving spiritual
nurture through Sunday worship and other means.

Martin Dickson was the person chosen because he
has a track record of community work of the kind
they were seeking. In all his time since ordination
he has been community based, and recently has been
full-time with the Heart Foundation.

So it was an exciting new start for a parish and
minister who see our parish as fellow-travellers in
our community-facing and open and welcoming
approach to the gospel.

Martin has an extra advantage, which means the
community will immediately recognise this is a
minister and a parish that is open to all people no
matter what. Martin is gay. He has a partner who,
by the way, is a local lad, a dairy farmer just recently
finished farming near Moerewa so he can take on the
task of full-time support person.

My conservative friend Peter Williamson preached a
superb sermon — he's one of those Methodists who
doesn't agree with ordination of GLBT people* but
wants to stay in a church that includes people who
disagree with him, like Martin and me. My friend
Peter Dunn, a foundation member of AFFIRM the
Presbyterian group that opposes GLBT people in
church leadership, was the Nominator, the person
who guided the parish's Settlement Board through
the process of identifying their mission and choosing
their minister. He respected the parish and their
theology and honoured the genuineness of their
mission to their community.

In all, this was the added dimension of the induction
service for me. It was a feeling of church where I
belonged. I didn't feel like an outsider, because in
Christ there are no outsiders. You may agree more
with my friends the two Peters than with me, and I
accept that. I too want to be part of a church,
including this parish, that has room for people who
disagree with me. Personally, and in the family and
faith that I grew up in, there's never been an issue
with this homosexuality thing. Jesus saying “I have
other sheep” was something my father often
mentioned in relation to all kinds of insiders and
outsiders. 1 know my parents would have relished
the occasion in Kamo, sharing with me the words I
spoke on the night: “there is hope!” When I see us
together in our differences, united in all that matters
— Christ — then I say again and again, “there is
hope!” The church of Jesus Christ is alive. The
church of open table fellowship.

My relation who's the minister at St Andrew's-on-
the-Terrace in Wellington had flown up with her
partner for the event, so with lots of other friends
and relations travelling from the big city down the
road I wasn't home as early as I'd planned — because
I was on the road at the crack of dawn the next day
for the other big event I'd happily come home for.

On the first day of term the Kaeo/Whangaroa
community welcomed the College's new principal.
Again an occasion for the feeling “there is hope!”
and for rebuilding the spirit of inclusion and
belonging for the diverse families of the district.

Powhiri at Whangaroa College are never just
window dressing. In the north these events are just
part of life: so many of the people involved are
doing what comes naturally, having grown up with
the tikanga. The powhiri to welcome Jack Anderson,
and the new head of English, Melita Burrows, was a
step up even from the usual. The taumata (the front



row) extended out among the young people getting
up and down for waiata and haka, and Kiwi
Herewini had worked the weekend so could be there
as my fellow chaplain. Ratana Apotoro Archie More
assisted with a blessing. With other clergy and
members of our Kaeo congregation present, there
was a real message of church support for the college.

During the challenge outside at the beginning, Jack
was presented with a hoe (paddle). The theme of the
new captain for our ship came through in the
powhiri and continued in the first full school
assembly the next day. This hoe is now a tohu, a
symbol for this phase of the College's liFe. Taking
extra care over tikanga was one way that current
staff and community supporters were saying, we
want this to be different, we want things to work, we
are ready to be challenged to change and grow.

As always I learnt something more about tikanga, in
particular that it isn't right for home people to arrive
after the manubhiri are already waiting. I was looking
forward to the whole Primary School being present
but unfortunately by the time they were all gathered
at school it was too late to bring them over. They
were with us in spirit, and in the presence of
principal Paul Barker.

It was also good to have the Kura Kaupapa o
Whangaroa mixed in with the College students to
support them. I reckon the diversity in our schools
is a lot like the diversity in our churches. Whether it
1S between denominations, or between different
theologies or interpretations of the Bible, we
mistakenly think that the important thing is who is
right, or who has the best way, or whose mission is
the most successful. The way of competition.

The main thing for church is faithfully following the
way of Christ. And when difference enters the
situation, Jesus' policy is always include and build
relationships. Open table fellowship.

That's what life in community needs too. Schools
not in competition but following the basic relational
principles of manaakitanga, kotahitanga, and
whakawhanaungatanga. Principles of hospitality,
unity, and building relationships are right for all of
us, whether Maori or Pakeha, whether conservative
in our theology or progressive.

MORE HELP NEEDED: HORN OF AFRICA

In the face of impending famine for 12 million
people in the Horn of Africa, ACT Alliance
members are working to provide food and water in
Ethiopia, Kenya and Somalia.

Each day 1300 refugees reach the Dadaab refugee
complex 100 km inside Kenyan’s north-western
border. They have trekked for 22 days on foot and
are desperate. Eighty per cent are woman and
children. ACT member the Lutheran World
Federation manages the Dadaab complex made up of
three camps and temporary home to almost half a
million of refugees. The worst drought in 60 years
has pushed many to the brink of starvation but the
continued conflict and failure to address the complex
causes of the mass exodus are of greater concern.

The long suffering Somali population has faced
drought many times before but this time they cannot
cope alone. Traditional mechanisms for dealing with
drought are no longer an option and constant
uncertainty in the country has meant that even the
elderly are risking their lives to travel south.
Frequent drought triggered by climate change is the
latest challenge to Somalis living without hope of a
stable or effective government. Food shortages are
likely to continue to the end of the year but
according to church leaders it is important that the
situation is not forgotten or ignored. “Because this is
becoming a chronic problem, we have got to see the
root causes and fight it,” says Archbishop Ian Ernest

AUCKLAND TRIP FOR KERIKERI GB
GIRLS

For their pioneer badge work, the Pioneers in the
Kerikeri Girls' Brigade were asked to organise a
trip. This involved them organising where to go,
fund-raising, transport, food and budget. On 26-29
July 2011, six girls and three adults headed to
Auckland for this trip. The girls have written the
article below.

At 8am on Tuesday, nine of us left Kerikeri in a van
to head to Auckland. In the van we played games, to
pass the time. We stopped in Kaiwaka for a break
and went on the playground. Some of us even went
to the op shop in Kaiwaka. We stopped at another
playground not far from Kelly Tarltons to have
lunch. It was a beautiful day but rather cold.

At Kelly Tarltons we went
on the Snow Cat Ride.
There was a background
voice telling us about the
penguins and there was
lots of snow and flags.
The shark mouth once we
went in it felt like no way
out. After that we had a
look at the big stingrays
and went under water
where there were lots of
different fish, including
turtles. There were also a lot of small fish tanks with
colourful tropical fish.

It was then time to go to the Sky Tower. We were all
really excited.

On Thursday we went to the zoo, where we saw
Howler Monkeys, giraffes, red panda, meerkats and
lots more animals.

One of the grey parrots would whistle back
to you if you whistled a three note tune to them.

When we organised our trip our leaders added one
more surprise activity which none of us knew about!
It was time to find out what it was. The van headed
to Avondale and pulled in at Paradise Ice Skating
Park where we hired our ice skates and hit the ice!
As we slowly touched the ice, for the first time, it
felt like wet concrete. It was slippery and we kept
falling over. Most of us were used to roller-skating
so we got the hang of it. For those who hadn’t skated
before they gained confidence to let go of the wall as
well. It was a first time for all of us! It was really
fun. During our time there, they also has a few
competitions for the more experienced skaters. We
skated for 2 hours and had heaps of fun.

When planning our trip we decided we wanted to go
somewhere to have pancakes for dinner so that night
we went to Dutch Delight in Birkenhead. As we
walked into the restaurant and sat down you could
just imagine the excitement and happiness of the
faces of all the girls. All of us were so thankful to be
in that spot. Our main was a massive pancake



covered in your choice of bacon and apple or ham,
cheese and pineapple. It was like a dessert crossed
with a dinner. Eat everything on top and then drizzle
it with your choice of golden syrup, chocolate sauce,
garlic sauce, chilli or strawberry. Wait there’s more -
there was dessert of poffertjes. They were like sweet
little layer of pancake with custard filling smothered
in butter and icing sugar. It was delightful and so
yummy!

On Friday we headed for home but not before we
had visited Girls Brigade Support Office. Here we
met Elizabeth and Dorothy. They so kindly showed
us around the support centre and all the different
things that happen, some of the badges and some of
the gifts that we had received from other countries.

We had morning tea with them as well before we
headed off.

Our final stop was Waiwera Thermal Resort. For the
entire trip we had waited for this. As the slide was
getting closer we sprinted up the stairs.

On the radio I recently heard Dave Hadfield, a
mental skills coach who has worked for the
NZRFU , talk about the importance of having trust
as you walk onto the field. Does that have relevance
for a Church that must work together to accomplish
our mission?

For him C2 = T. The Cs are clarity and confidence.
The T is trust.

Dave talked about trust in yourself, in the game plan,
in the management and in your teammates.

He described clarity in terms of knowing your role
and what is expected of you and knowing what to
expect from the opposition. I presume this also
includes clarity about the roles of those around you
and what can be expected from them.

Dave talked about confidence in yourself and your
ability. Again, [ presume trust also requires
confidence in the abilities and attitude of those
around you.

Can we learn from this?

Suspicions can arise because of lack of clarity. If we
are not clear what responsibilities and what authority
a person has and to whom he/she is accountable then
two people might feel a role is theirs and compete
for it. Alternatively, no one might take responsibility
and everyone feel frustrated.

Confidence includes knowing that people to whom
responsibility and authority are delegated have the
ability and the attitude to exercise those well. In part
this means identifying people’s spiritual gifts as well
as their spiritual maturity and character. And, of
course, the rest of the team must be able to have
confidence in us.

Dave’s formula got me thinking. Is it true? What
does it have to say to us?

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JUST A SMIDGEN

Jesus said, "With what can we compare the kingdom
of God, or what parable will we use for it? It is like a
mustard seed, which, when sown upon the ground, is
the smallest of all the seeds on earth; yet when it is
sown it grows up and becomes the greatest of all
shrubs, and puts forth large branches, so that the birds
of the air can make nests in its shade."

Mark 4:30-32

Have you ever worked with a great cook who did
not use teaspoons, tablespoons or cup measures?
They might say, “Use just a smidgen of this or that
— it's my secret ingredient.”

“How much is a smidgen anyway?” the student asks.

She'd say, “Oh, about this much,” grabbing “a
smidgen” between her thumb and forefinger.

The cooking lesson is nearly complete when the
meal is served and the delicate balance of spices and
ingredients is experienced, and understood. The
student must then be able to replicate the recipe,
connecting ingredients, technique, timing, and
presentation.

It will take several tries for the chef in training to get
it just right, replicating and perhaps even enhancing
the original experience.

Jesus, the master teacher, teaches us that mixing
prayer, Bible study, fellowship, work for justice,
forgiveness, with just a “smidgen” of hopeful
expectation, persistence, and love brings forth the
Realm of God into our lives. With it, God transforms
our weaknesses, failures, loneliness, disappointment,
battles with illness, addiction and grief that seem too
hard to bear...into life's greatest masterpieces.

From tiny seeds of hope, patience, persistence, love,
and faith come great trees that when fully grown
serve as a perch for others to come, sit, observe, and
find the lessons they also need to thrive—and all
because of “just a smidgen.”
